As of now circles are using different dummy number series to identify Wimax subscribers. it has been decided to standardize the numbering scheme for Wimax subscribers especially to facilitate integration with the Zonal Wireless B&CCS system,

Total character length of a Wimax number would be of 10 digits. The details of each of these alpha-numeric digits is as under:

(a).
The first character would signify the Circle to which the subscriber belongs. In this regard, each of the BSNL Circle has been given a unique alphabet as detailed below.

The next character at would be an alpha-numeric one and could take a value either B or F, with B signifying BSNL connection and F signifying Franchisee connection.

The next character would be numeric and could take a value either 1 or 2, with 1 signifying Post-paid and 2 signifying Pre-paid connections.

(d).
Next seven characters on position 4 till 10 will be numeric and would represent the unique number allotted to the subscriber.

(e)
Based on BSNL or franchise, identified by combination of first two characters, domain name such as @bsnl.in will automatically be picked up by the system (Billing, Provisioning, Customer care).

As an example, a BSNL connection of Rajasthan having unique id as 0010345 would be represented as RB10010345@bsnl.in . Similarly, a franchisee connection in UP West bearing unique number 0023001 will be represented as WF20023001@franchise.in.
